	Description
	Application
	Verses

	Abel
	Came to God on the basis of a better sacrifice
	These Jews also came to God on the basis of a better sacrifice, the New Covenant
	11:4; cf. Gen 4:3-5

	Enoch
	God was pleased with him because he walked with Him by faith; he did not die but God took him
	God is only pleased with us when we walk with Him by faith; If Christ had returned in their lifetime, they too would not have died
	11:5-6; cf. Rom 8:8

	Noah
	He acted upon God's word by faith and saved his family; He inherited the new world after the flood
	If we live a life of actively trusting God's Word, that faith will bear fruit (even in our own family);

We will inherit the "world to come" (see Heb 2:5)
	11:7; cf. Gen 6:13-22

	Abraham (Part One)
	He looked forward by faith to a place he could not see by sight; He lived as a stranger in a strange land
	We are to eagerly look for Christ's return when He will give us place that He has prepared for us; We are to live as sojourners, knowing that this world is not our home (Phil 3:20) 
	11:8-10; Gen 12:1-4; John 12:2-3

	Sarah
	She looked beyond her own inability to conceive to God's ability to do anything; "She considered Him faithful who promised"
	We too must realize that the power necessary to live the spiritual life is found in God alone, never ourselves; God is faithful and He will do it
	11:11-12; Gen 17:19; 18:11-14; 21:1-2

	Abraham (Part Two)
	He practiced faith-rest in a supreme test when he was asked to sacrifice the son of promise, Isaac; By faith He saw God's provision; He knew that God could raise the dead if He chose to
	Even when we do not understand the tests that God puts us through, we must trust Him and know that no deliverance is too difficult for Him
	11:17-19; cf. Gen 22:1-14

	Isaac
	Counting God faithful to fulfill His promises, he looked to the future and blessed  his sons (Jacob and Esau)
	Christians are to persevere and look to the future fulfillment of God's faithful promises
	11:20; cf. Gen 27:26-40

	Jacob
	Counting God faithful to fulfill His promises, he looked to the future and blessed Joseph's sons in his old age
	We must never stop believing God's promises, even to the very end of our lives
	11:21; cf. Gen 48:1-22

	Joseph
	Nearing death, Joseph, by faith, gave instructions that his bones not be buried until they were out of Egypt
	We must have confidence about the future of God's people
	11:22; cf. Gen 50:24-25

	Moses' Parents
	By faith they hid Moses because they saw him as a precious gift from God; They feared God more than the Pharaoh's decree 
	We must never compromise our Godly convictions to please men
	11:23; cf. Exo 3:1-3

	Moses

(Part One)
	He choose to suffer with the people of God rather than enjoy the pleasures of sin; He looked forward to an eternal reward
	Christians must under- stand that the riches that God has for us in heaven are not even worthy to be compared with temporal blessings
	11:24-26; cf. Exo 2:10-15

	Moses

(Part Two)
	By faith he could see Him who is unseen
	Believers, by faith, can see the invisible God through the diligent study of His Word (cf.  Col 1:15; 1 Peter 1:8)
	11:27 

	Moses

(Part Three)
	He kept the Passover and sprinkled the blood; he kept Israel from the Destroyer's touch
	The Christian life is one of constant application of the blood of the covenant (i.e., the Finished Work)
	11:28; cf. Exo 12:1-51; 1 Jn 1:7, 9

	Moses

(Part Four)
	By faith he led Israel safely through the Red Sea, while their enemies were destroyed 
	We can look forward  -by faith - to God's deliverance (2 Tim 4:18) and the destruction of our enemies (1 Cor 15:24-28)
	11:29; cf. Exo 14:13-31; Jude 5

	Joshua
	Under his leadership, Israel blew the trumpets by faith and the walls came crumbling down
	Faith always triumphs over adversity; God's solutions are always efficacious and wholly adequate 
	11:30; cf. Josh 6:1-20

	Rahab
	By faith, a prostitute and a gentile, did not die in the destruction of Jericho
	Even in time of historical disaster, God always has a provision to preserve the remnant
	11:31; cf. Josh 2:1-21; 6:23; Jas 2:25
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
