(REV23)

1) “I am” reveals God as the eternal present tense.
2) Jesus used this title of Himself in John 8:58: “Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, before Abraham was born, I am.”
3) The Jehovah’s Witnesses translate John 8:58 “…before Abraham was, I existed.”

4) This is a clear perversion of the Greek text.

“I am” is .  is the present tense verb to be. It is uniformly translated as such throughout the New Testament:

· John 6:48: “”.

· John 8:12: “”.

· John 8:23: “”.

· John 10:9: “”.

· John 10:11: “”.

· John 11:25: “”.

· John 14:6: “”
